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On June 6, 1937, His Lordship Bishop Valtorta solemnly brought the Blessed
Sacrament to the Monastery of Discalced Carmelite nuns in Stanley and
formally established a cloistered community. This memoir contains past and
present photos and shows a pictorial development of Stanley from a remote
fishing village to a popular tourist attraction. Such drastic changes, however,
do not affect the contemplative heart of Carmelite nuns. Rather, Carmelite
nuns have incorporated changes of the fleeting world into their wondrous
prayers. Over the span of 80 years, the Hong Kong Carmelite Monastery has
experienced the watchful protection and merciful love of God and kept on
praising his marvelous deeds.
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In March 1931, the Carmelite Sisters from
Belgium set out the journey of monastery
foundation by sea. They arrived at
Guangzhou in May via Hong Kong.
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Moving the monastery to Hong Kong on August 6, the community rented a
house at 75 Robinson Road as temporary residence on August 24.
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Robinson Road temporary residence Rev. Mother Therese of the Child Jesus
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Reverend Mother located the present site in Stanley for building the monastery:.
His Lordship Bishop Valtorta laid the foundation stone on August 15.
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The monastery under construction.
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By April, the construction of the monastery
was near completion, then the sisters
moved in.
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His Lordship Bishop Valtorta presided the Solemn Entrance of the Blessed
Sacrament into the monastery. The Enclosure was then established.

Rev. Mother Therese of the Child Jesus was born on June 10, 1894 in Belgium (Bruges)
of a fine Christian family, the eldest of three children. She entered Carmel at the age
of 21, decided to live a life of hidden sacrifice in service of God. She answered the
calling of the mission of the foundation in China on 1931. With the blessing of God,
she established a monastery in Stanley at 1937, and a foundation in Macau at 1941.
God gave Rev. Mother a kind and understanding heart, she worked unceasingly during
17 years especially in formation of Chinese vocations. She fatigued and suffered the
sickness of cancer. She left this world for our eternal home peacefully with a smile. She

was 54 years of age and professed 29 years. 23
